(2) A description of the items or conditions that will be inspected and the inspection
schedule for said items or conditions;

(3) Identification and quantification of the replacement parts that will be maintained in
inventory for quick replacement.

(b) The Permittee shall implement the Preventive Maintenance Plans as necessary to ensure that
failure to implement the Preventive Maintenance Plan does not cause or contribute to a
violation of any limitation on emissions or potential to emit.

(c) PMP=s shall be submitted to IDEM, OAQ, upon request and shall be subject to review and
approval by IDEM, OAQ.  IDEM, OAQ, may require the Permittee to revise its Preventive
Maintenance Plan whenever lack of proper maintenance causes or contributes to any violation.

C.4       Permit Revision [326 IAC 2-5.1-3(e)(3)] [326 IAC 2-6.1-6]

(c) Inspect, at reasonable times, any facilities, equipment (including monitoring and air pollution
control equipment), practices, or operations regulated or required under this permit;

(d) Sample or monitor, at reasonable times, substances or parameters for the purpose of assuring
compliance with this permit or applicable requirements; and

(e) Utilize any photographic, recording, testing, monitoring, or other equipment for the purpose of
assuring compliance with this permit or applicable requirements.

C.6       Transfer of Ownership or Operation [326 IAC 2-6.1-6(d)(3)]

C.9       Fugitive Dust Emissions [326 IAC 6-4]                                                                                         
The Permittee shall not allow fugitive dust to escape beyond the property line or boundaries of the
property, right-of-way, or easement on which the source is located, in a manner that would violate 326
IAC 6-4 (Fugitive Dust Emissions).  326 IAC 6-4-2(4) is not federally enforceable.

C.10      Stack Height [326 IAC 1-7]                                                                                                          
The Permittee shall comply with the applicable provisions of 326 IAC 1-7 (Stack Height Provisions), for
all exhaust stacks through which a potential (before controls) of twenty-five (25) tons per year or more
of particulate matter or sulfur dioxide is emitted by using good engineering practices (GEP) pursuant
to 326 IAC 1-7-3.

Testing Requirements

C.11      Performance Testing [326 IAC 3-6] [326 IAC 2-1.1-11]                                                                   
(a) Compliance testing on new emissions units shall be conducted within sixty (60) days after

achieving maximum production rate, but no later than one hundred eighty (180) days after initial
start-up, if specified in Section D of this approval.  All testing shall be performed according to
the provisions of 326 IAC 3-6 (Source Sampling Procedures), except as provided elsewhere in
this permit, utilizing any applicable procedures and analysis methods specified in 40 CFR 51,
40 CFR 60, 40 CFR 61, 40 CFR 63, 40 CFR 75, or other procedures approved by IDEM, OAQ.

A test protocol, except as provided elsewhere in this permit, shall be submitted to:

no later than thirty-five (35) days prior to the intended test date.  The Permittee shall submit
a notice of the actual test date to the above address so that it is received at least two (2)
weeks prior to the test date.

(b) All test reports must be received by IDEM, OAQ, within forty-five (45) days after the completion
of the testing.  An extension may be granted by the IDEM, OAQ, if the source submits to
IDEM, OAQ, a reasonable written explanation within five (5) days prior to the end of the initial
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forty-five (45) day period.

The documentation submitted by the Permittee does not require certification by the Aauthorized
individual@ as defined by 326 IAC 2-1.1-1.

Compliance Monitoring Requirements

C.12      Compliance Monitoring [326 IAC 2-1.1-11]                                                                                    
Compliance with applicable requirements shall be documented as required by this permit.  The
Permittee shall be responsible for installing any necessary equipment and initiating any required
monitoring related to that equipment.  All monitoring and record keeping requirements not already
legally required shall be implemented when operation begins.

C.13      Maintenance of Monitoring Equipment [IC 13-14-1-13]                                                                    
(a) In the event that a breakdown of the monitoring equipment occurs, a record shall be made of

the times and reasons of the breakdown and efforts made to correct the problem.  To the
extent practicable, supplemental or intermittent monitoring of the parameter should be
implemented at intervals no less frequent than required in Section D of this permit until such
time as the monitoring equipment is back in operation.  In the case of continuous monitoring,
supplemental or intermittent monitoring of the parameter should be implemented at intervals
no less than one (1) hour until such time as the continuous monitor is back in operation.

(b) The Permittee shall install, calibrate, quality assure, maintain, and operate all necessary
monitors and related equipment.  In addition, prompt corrective action shall be initiated
whenever indicated.

C.14      Monitoring Methods [326 IAC 3]                                                                                                   
Any monitoring or testing required by Section D of this permit shall be performed according to the
provisions of 326 IAC 3, 40 CFR 60, Appendix A, or other approved methods as specified in this permit.

C.15      Compliance Response Plan - Preparation and Implementation                                                        
(a) The Permittee is required to prepare a Compliance Response Plan (CRP) for each

compliance monitoring condition of this permit.  A CRP shall be submitted to IDEM, OAQ
upon request.  The CRP shall be prepared within ninety (90) days after issuance of this
permit by the Permittee, supplemented from time to time by the Permittee, maintained on
site, and comprised of:

(1) Reasonable response steps that may be implemented in the event that a response
step is needed pursuant to the requirements of Section D of this permit; and an
expected timeframe for taking reasonable response steps.

(2) If, at any time, the Permittee takes reasonable response steps that are not set
forth in the Permittee’s current Compliance Response Plan, the Permittee shall
amend its Compliance Response Plan to include such response steps taken. 

(b) For each compliance monitoring condition of this permit, reasonable response steps shall
be taken when indicated by the provisions of that compliance monitoring condition as
follows:

(1) Reasonable response steps shall be taken as set forth in the Permittee’s current
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Compliance Response Plan; or

(2) If none of the reasonable response steps listed in the Compliance Response Plan
is applicable or responsive to the excursion, the Permittee shall devise and
implement additional response steps as expeditiously as practical.  Taking such
additional response steps shall not be considered a deviation from this permit so
long as the Permittee documents such response steps in accordance with this
condition.

(3) If the Permittee determines that additional response steps would necessitate that
the emissions unit or control device be shut down, the IDEM, OAQ shall be
promptly notified of the expected date of the shut down, the status of the applicable
compliance monitoring parameter with respect to normal, and the results of the
actions taken up to the time of notification.

(4) Failure to take reasonable response steps shall constitute a violation of the permit.

(c) The Permittee is not required to take any further response steps for any of the following
reasons:

(1) A false reading occurs due to the malfunction of the monitoring equipment and  
prompt action was taken to correct the monitoring equipment.  

(2) The Permittee has determined that the compliance monitoring parameters
established in the permit conditions are technically inappropriate, has previously
submitted a request for a minor permit modification to the permit, and such request
has not been denied.

(3) An automatic measurement was taken when the process was not operating.

(4) The process has already returned or is returning to operating within “normal”
parameters and no response steps are required.

(d) Except as otherwise provided by a rule or provided specifically in Section D, all monitoring
as required in Section D shall be performed when the emission unit is operating, except for
time necessary to perform quality assurance and maintenance activities.

C.16      Actions Related to Noncompliance Demonstrated by a Stack Test                                     
(a) When the results of a stack test performed in conformance with Section C - Performance

Testing, of this permit exceed the level specified in any condition of this permit, the Permittee
shall take appropriate corrective actions.  The Permittee shall submit a description of these
corrective actions to IDEM, OAQ, within thirty (30) days of receipt of the test results.  The
Permittee shall take appropriate action to minimize emissions from the affected emissions unit
while the corrective actions are being implemented.  IDEM, OAQ shall notify the Permittee
within thirty (30) days, if the corrective actions taken are deficient.  The Permittee shall submit
a description of additional corrective actions taken to IDEM, OAQ within thirty (30) days of
receipt of the notice of deficiency.  IDEM, OAQ reserves the authority to use enforcement
activities to resolve noncompliant stack tests.

The Office of Air Quality (OAQ) has reviewed a petition for review for Jayco Inc. relating to a
stationary recreational vehicle production operation.

History

Jayco, Inc. was issued a New Source Construction Permit and Minor Source Operating Permit on
April 19, 2001.  Jayco, Inc. petitioned for review of the permit on May 4, 2001.  This petition was
filed in the Office of Environmental Adjudication under Cause Number 01-A-J-2715.  This permit
revision shows the changes made to the permit in order to settle issues raised by the petition.

The appeal requests follow with the deleted language in the permit appearing as strikeouts, and the
new or revised language appearing underlined in the responses.  In addition to any changes made to
address appealed provisions, the permit has also been updated to change the Table of Contents
and page numbering as needed.

Comment 1:

The Petitioner (Jayco, Inc.) objects to the identification of the Responsible Official by given name,
rather than by job title, as the job title will not change but personnel changes may occur.

Response 1:

IDEM OAQ has made the requested change to condition A.1 of the permit as follows:

A.1 General Information [326 IAC 2-5.1-3(c)] [326 IAC 2-6.1-4(a)]
The Permittee owns and operates a stationary recreational vehicle production source.

Comment 2:

The Petitioner (Jayco, Inc.) objects that the condition in C.3 for preventive maintenance plan
identifies individuals responsible by given name rather than by job title.

Response 2:

IDEM OAQ has made the requested change referencing a job title as follows:

C.3 Preventive Maintenance Plan [326 IAC 1-6-3]
(a) If required by specific condition(s) in Section D of this permit, the Permittee shall prepare

and maintain Preventive Maintenance Plans (PMP) after issuance of this permit, including
the following information on each emissions unit:

(1) Identification of the individual(s), by job title, responsible for inspecting, maintaining,
and repairing emission control devices;

(2) A description of the items or conditions that will be inspected and the inspection
schedule for said items or conditions;

(3) Identification and quantification of the replacement parts that will be maintained in
inventory for quick replacement.

(b) The Permittee shall implement the Preventive Maintenance Plans as necessary to ensure
that failure to implement the Preventive Maintenance Plan does not cause or contribute to a
violation of any limitation on emissions or potential to emit.

(c) PMP=s shall be submitted to IDEM, OAQ, upon request and shall be subject to review and
approval by IDEM, OAQ.  IDEM, OAQ, may require the Permittee to revise its Preventive
Maintenance Plan whenever lack of proper maintenance causes or contributes to any
violation.

Comment 3:

The Petitioner (Jayco, Inc.) objects to condition C.4 for source modification as the Petitioner is not
yet a Title V source.

Response 3:

IDEM OAQ agrees that condition C.4 is inapplicable for the Petitioner as they do not operate a Title
V source at this time.  Therefore, condition C.4 has been removed as follows: Note: the Petitioner
also noted a typo in the numbering of the conditions in Section C, this misnumbering has been
resolved in this permit modification.

C.4       Source Modification [326 IAC 2-7-10.5]                                                                                         

(a)         The Permittee must comply with the requirements of 326 IAC 2-7-10.5 whenever the
Permittee seeks to construct new emissions units, modify existing emissions units, or
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otherwise modify the source.

Comment 4:

The Petitioner (Jayco, Inc.) objects to Condition C.5 for inspection and entry as the condition does
not reference a need to follow site safety requirements or state that sampling and monitoring must
be conducted in accordance with the Clean Air Act.

Response 4:

IDEM OAQ has made no change to this condition.  Although the permit language does not include
the requested language, the condition does cite regulation [326 IAC 2-6.1-5(a)(4)] which does
include safety, sampling and monitoring requirements.  Therefore, the requested change is  already
a permit requirement by regulation and no change is necessary.

Comment 5:

The Petitioner (Jayco, Inc.) objects to condition C.7 for permit revocation as it references a cite
which has been repealed [326 IAC 2-1-9].  If the correct regulation cite is used [326 IAC 2-1.1-9],
the Petitioner request subparagraph (e) be omitted.

Response 5:

IDEM OAQ agrees that the regulation citation referencing 326 IAC 2-1-9 is inaccurate and has made
the following changes (as well as changes to the Table of Contents).  However, IDEM OAQ is
unwilling to remove subparagraph (e) as it is required by rule 326 IAC 2-1.1-9.

C.7 Permit Revocation [326 IAC 2-1-92-1.1-9]
Pursuant to 326 IAC 2-1-92-1.1-9(a)(General Provisions: Revocation of Permits), this permit to
construct and operate may be revoked for any of the following causes:

(a) Violation of any conditions of this permit.

(b) Failure to disclose all the relevant facts, or misrepresentation in obtaining this permit.

(c) Changes in regulatory requirements that mandate either a temporary or permanent reduc-
tion of discharge of contaminants.  However, the amendment of appropriate sections of this
permit shall not require revocation of this permit.

(d) Noncompliance with orders issued pursuant to 326 IAC 1-5 (Episode Alert Levels) to reduce
emissions during an air pollution episode.

(e) For any cause which establishes in the judgment of IDEM, the fact that continuance of this
permit is not consistent with purposes of this article.
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Comment 6:

The Petitioner (Jayco, Inc.), objects to Condition C.12 for compliance monitoring requirements as
they do not allow for a shake down period for new emission units. 

Response 6:

IDEM OAQ has made no change to this condition. 

Comment 7:

The Petitioner (Jayco, Inc.), objects to Condition C.15 for compliance monitoring plan requirements
as they are duplicative of language in Section D and could result in multiple violations for a single
act or omission. 

Response 7:

IDEM OAQ has revised model language concerning the Compliance Response Plan and therefore,
condition C.15 has been changed as follows:

C.15      Compliance Monitoring Plan - Failure to Take Response Steps [326 IAC 1-6]                                  
(a)         The Permittee is required to implement a compliance monitoring plan to ensure that reasonable

information is available to evaluate its continuous compliance with applicable requirements.
 This compliance monitoring plan is comprised of:

(1)         This condition;

(2)         The Compliance Determination Requirements in Section D of this permit;

(3)         The Compliance Monitoring Requirements in Section D of this permit;

(4)         The Record Keeping and Reporting Requirements in Section C (Monitoring Data
Availability, General Record Keeping Requirements, and General Reporting
Requirements) and in Section D of this permit; and

(5)         A Compliance Response Plan (CRP) for each compliance monitoring condition of this
permit.  CRP’s shall be submitted to IDEM, OAQ upon request and shall be subject
to review and approval by IDEM, OAQ.  The CRP shall be prepared within ninety (90)
days after issuance of this permit by the Permittee and maintained on site, and is
comprised of:

(A)        Response steps that will be implemented in the event that compliance related
information indicates that a response step is needed pursuant to the
requirements of Section D of this permit; and

(B)        A time schedule for taking such response steps including a schedule for
devising additional response steps for situations that may not have been
predicted.

(b)         For each compliance monitoring condition of this permit, appropriate response steps shall be
taken when indicated by the provisions of that compliance monitoring condition.  Failure to
perform the actions detailed in the compliance monitoring conditions or failure to take the
response steps within the time prescribed in the Compliance Response Plan, shall constitute
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a violation of the permit unless taking the response steps set forth in the Compliance
Response Plan would be unreasonable.

(c)         After investigating the reason for the excursion, the Permittee is excused from taking further
response steps for any of the following reasons:

(1)         The monitoring equipment malfunctioned, giving a false reading.  This shall be an
excuse from taking further response steps providing that prompt action was taken to
correct the monitoring equipment.

(2)         The Permittee has determined that the compliance monitoring parameters established
in the permit conditions are technically inappropriate, has previously submitted a
request for an administrative amendment to the permit, and such request has not been
denied or;

(3)         An automatic measurement was taken when the process was not operating; or

(4)         The process has already returned to operating within “normal” parameters and no
response steps are required.

(d)         Records shall be kept of all instances in which the compliance related information was not
met and of all response steps taken.

C.15      Compliance Response Plan - Preparation and Implementation
(a)         The Permittee is required to prepare a Compliance Response Plan (CRP) for each

compliance monitoring condition of this permit.  A CRP shall be submitted to IDEM, OAQ
upon request.  The CRP shall be prepared within ninety (90) days after issuance of this
permit by the Permittee, supplemented from time to time by the Permittee, maintained on
site, and comprised of:

(1)         Reasonable response steps that may be implemented in the event that a response
step is needed pursuant to the requirements of Section D of this permit; and an
expected timeframe for taking reasonable response steps.

(2)         If, at any time, the Permittee takes reasonable response steps that are not set
forth in the Permittee’s current Compliance Response Plan, the Permittee shall
amend its Compliance Response Plan to include such response steps taken. 

(b)         For each compliance monitoring condition of this permit, reasonable response steps shall
be taken when indicated by the provisions of that compliance monitoring condition as
follows:

(1)         Reasonable response steps shall be taken as set forth in the Permittee’s current
Compliance Response Plan; or

(2)         If none of the reasonable response steps listed in the Compliance Response Plan
is applicable or responsive to the excursion, the Permittee shall devise and
implement additional response steps as expeditiously as practical.  Taking such
additional response steps shall not be considered a deviation from this permit so
long as the Permittee documents such response steps in accordance with this
condition.

(3)         If the Permittee determines that additional response steps would necessitate that

the emissions unit or control device be shut down, the IDEM, OAQ shall be
promptly notified of the expected date of the shut down, the status of the applicable
compliance monitoring parameter with respect to normal, and the results of the
actions taken up to the time of notification.

(4)         Failure to take reasonable response steps shall constitute a violation of the permit.

(c)         The Permittee is not required to take any further response steps for any of the following
reasons:

(1)         A false reading occurs due to the malfunction of the monitoring equipment and  
prompt action was taken to correct the monitoring equipment.                    

(2)         The Permittee has determined that the compliance monitoring parameters
established in the permit conditions are technically inappropriate, has previously
submitted a request for a minor permit modification to the permit, and such request
has not been denied.

(3)         An automatic measurement was taken when the process was not operating.

(4)         The process has already returned or is returning to operating within “normal”
parameters and no response steps are required.

(d)         Except as otherwise provided by a rule or provided specifically in Section D, all monitoring
as required in Section D shall be performed when the emission unit is operating, except for
time necessary to perform quality assurance and maintenance activities.

Comment 8:

The Petitioner (Jayco, Inc.), objects to Condition C.20 subparagraphs(b) and (c) for general record
keeping requirements as they are not Ageneral@ requirements and are duplicative of the specific
record keeping requirements in Section D.

Response 8:

IDEM OAQ agrees that subparagraphs (b) and (c) are duplicative to Section D requirements,
therefore, condition C.20 has been changed as follows:

C.20 General Record Keeping Requirements [326 IAC 2-6.1-2]
(a) Records of all required monitoring data and support information shall be retained for a period

of at least five (5) years from the date of monitoring sample, measurement, report, or
application.  These records shall be kept at the source location for a minimum of three (3)
years and available upon the request of an IDEM, OAQ, representative.  The records may
be stored elsewhere for the remaining two (2) years as long as they are available upon
request.  If the Commissioner makes a written request for records to the Permittee, the
Permittee shall furnish the records to the Commissioner within a reasonable time.

(b)         Records of required monitoring information shall include, where applicable:
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(1)         The date, place, and time of sampling or measurements;

(2)         The dates analyses were performed;

(3)         The company or entity performing the analyses;

(4)         The analytic techniques or methods used;

(5)         The results of such analyses; and

(6)         The operating conditions existing at the time of sampling or measurement.

(c)         Support information shall include, where applicable:

(1)         Copies of all reports required by this permit;

(2)         All original strip chart recordings for continuous monitoring instrumentation;

(3)         All calibration and maintenance records;

(4)         Records of preventive maintenance shall be sufficient to demonstrate that failure to
implement the Preventive Maintenance Plan did not cause or contribute to a
violation of any limitation on emissions or potential to emit.  To be relied upon
subsequent to any such violation, these records may include, but are not limited
to: work orders, parts inventories, and operator=s standard operating procedures. 
Records of response steps taken shall indicate whether the response steps were
performed in accordance with the Compliance Response Plan required by Section
C - Compliance Monitoring Plan - Failure to take Response Steps, of this permit,
and whether a deviation from a permit condition was reported.  All records shall
briefly describe what maintenance and response steps were taken and indicate
who performed the tasks.

(db) All record keeping requirements not already legally required shall be implemented when
operation begins.

Comment 9:

The Petitioner (Jayco, Inc.), objects to Condition C.21 subparagraphs (a), (b) and (d) in that there is
no “report” required or identified, the notice or report submittal would be considered timely if
submitted to IDEM on the next business day and the term deviation has never been defined by rule
or statute.

Response 9:

IDEM OAQ has made no change to this condition.

Comment 10:

The Petitioner (Jayco, Inc.), requests that language be added to condition D.1.1 to signify the VOC
requirements for the applicators in L-3 and Lamination A are Awhen performing metal surface coating
operations.@

Response 10:

IDEM OAQ has made the requested change to condition D.1.1 of the permit as follows:
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D.1.1 Volatile Organic Compound (VOC)  [326 IAC 8-2-9]
(a) Pursuant to 326 IAC 8-2-9 (Miscellaneous Metal Coating Operations), the volatile organic

compound (VOC) content of coating applied to metal frames coated in the undercoating
room shall be limited to 3.5 pounds of VOCs per gallon of coating less water, as delivered
to the applicator for any calendar day, extreme performance coatings.

Solvent sprayed from application equipment during cleanup or color changes shall be
directed into containers.  Such containers shall be closed as soon as such solvent
spraying is complete, and the waste solvent shall be disposed of in such a manner that
evaporation is minimized.

(b) Pursuant to CP 039-11317-00528, the amount of VOC delivered to the applicators in L-3
and Lamination A when performing metal surface coating operations shall each be less
than fifteen (15) pounds per day and therefore, the requirements of 326 IAC 8-2-9 do not
apply.

Comment 11:

The Petitioner (Jayco, Inc.), objects to condition D.1.4 as subparagraphs (a) and (b) are duplicative,
except for the inclusion of undercoat room SB-4 in subparagraph (b).  The Petitioner requests that
subparagraph (a) be omitted.

Response 11:

IDEM OAQ has made the requested change to condition D.1.4 of the permit as follows:

D.1.4 Particulate Matter (PM) [326 IAC 6-3-2(c)] [40 CFR 52 Subpart P]
(a)        Pursuant to 326 IAC 6-3-2 40 CFR 52 Subpart P, the PM from the nine (9) spray booths,

known as SB1-1, SB2-1, SB3-1, SB1-2, SB2-2, SB3-2, SB1-3, SB2-3, and SB3-3 as well
as the undercoat room, known as SB-4, shall not exceed the pound per hour emission rate
established as E in the formula below:

(b)         Pursuant to 326 IAC 6-3-2, the PM from the nine (9) spray booths, known as SB1-1, SB2-1,
SB3-1, SB1-2, SB2-2, SB3-2, SB1-3, SB2-3, and SB3-3 as well as the undercoat room,
known as SB-4, shall not exceed the pound per hour emission rate established as E in the
formula below:

Interpolation of the data for the process weight rate up to sixty thousand (60,000) pounds
per hour shall be accomplished by use of the equation:

E = 4.10 P0.67 where E = rate of emission in pounds per hour; and
P = process weight rate in tons per hour

or

Interpolation and extrapolation of the data for the process weight rate in excess of sixty
thousand (60,000) pounds per hour shall be accomplished by use of the equation:

E = 55.0 P0.11 - 40 where E = rate of emission in pounds per hour; and
P = process weight rate in tons per hour

Comment 12:

The Petitioner (Jayco, Inc.), objects to condition D.1.10 for monitoring requirements as the actual
uncontrolled emissions are less than the allowable emission rate and the control device is not
necessary to demonstrate compliance.
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Response 12:

IDEM OAQ has reviewed alternative language for training requirements to replace the monitoring
requirements, and believe this language would be appropriate for this source to demonstrate
compliance.  During the course of review, IDEM OAQ has determined that Conditions D.1.9 and
D.1.10 should be placed under the Compliance Determination Requirements.  Also, IDEM OAQ has
revised the permit language in Condition D.1.9 and condition D.1.10.  Those two conditions have
been changed as follows:

D.1.9     Particulate Matter (PM) [326 IAC 6-3]                                                                                           
The dry filters for PM overspray control shall be in operation properly in place and maintained to ensure
integrity and particulate loading of the filters at all times when the nine (9) spray booths, known as SB1-
1, SB2-1, SB3-1, SB1-2, SB2-2, SB3-2, SB1-3, SB2-3, and SB3-3 as well as the undercoat room, SB-
4, are in operation.

D.1.10   Monitoring

(a)         Daily inspections shall be performed to verify the placement, integrity and particle loading of
the filters.  To monitor the performance

D.1.10   Training Requirements [326 IAC 6-3-2]                                                                                        

The Permittee shall implement an operator-training program.

(1) All operators that perform paint spray operations using spray equipment or booth
maintenance shall be trained in the proper set-up and operation of the dry filters,
weekly observations shall be made of the overspray from the surface coating booth
stacks (P52-1 through P52-10) while one (1) or more of the booths or room are in
operation.  The Compliance Response Plan shall be followed whenever a condition
exists which should result in a response step.  Failure to take response steps in
accordance with Section C - Compliance Monitoring Plan - Failure to Take
Response Steps, shall be considered a violation of this permit.

(b)         Monthly inspections shall be performed of the coating emissions from the stack and the
presence of overspray on the rooftops and the nearby ground.  The Compliance Response
Plan for this unit shall contain troubleshooting contingency and response steps for when a
noticeable change in overspray emission, or evidence of overspray emission is observed. 
The Compliance Response Plan shall be followed whenever a condition exists which should
result in a response step.  Failure to take response steps in accordance with Section C -
Compliance Monitoring Plan - Failure to Take Response Steps, shall be considered a
violation of this permit.

(c)         .  All existing operators shall be trained within 60 days of the date the Affidavit of
Construction is submitted to IDEM.  All new operators shall be trained upon hiring or
transfer.

(2) Training shall include proper filter alignment, filter inspection and maintenance, and
trouble shooting practices.  The training program shall be written and retained on
site.  The training program shall include a description of the methods to be used at
the completion of initial and refresher training to demonstrate and document
successful completion.  Copies of the training program, the list of trained operators
and training records shall be maintained on site or available within 1 hour for
inspection by IDEM.
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(3) All operators shall be given refresher training annually.

Additional inspections and preventive measures shall be performed as prescribed in the Preventive
Maintenance Plan.

Comment 13:

The Petitioner (Jayco, Inc.), objects to condition D.1.11 subparagraphs (a) and (d) as they are
unnecessary and burdensome and requires Jayco to keep daily records for materials where
compliance can be demonstrated in a less burdensome manner.

Response 13:

As the associated condition D.1.10 for monitoring has been changed to language for a training
requirement and portions of D.1.11 will no longer apply for the source, condition D.1.11 has been
changed as follows:

D.1.11 Record Keeping Requirements
(a) To document compliance with Condition D.1.1(a) when non-VOC containing material is

used in the emission unit or the VOC content of the material is less than 3.5 lb. of VOC per
gallon of coating less water as delivered to the applicator, the Permittee shall maintain
records in accordance with (1) below.  When VOC containing material is used and the VOC
content of the material is more that 3.5 lb. of VOC per gallon coating less water, as
delivered to the applicator, the Permittee shall maintain records on a daily basis in
accordance with (1) through (3) below.  Records maintained for (1) through (3) shall be
taken daily and shall be complete and sufficient to establish compliance with the VOC
content limit of Condition D.1.1(a).

(1) The amount and VOC content of each coating material and solvent used.  Records
shall include purchase orders, invoices, and material safety data sheets (MSDS)
necessary to verify the type and amount used.  Solvent usage records shall differ-
entiate between those added to coatings and those used as cleanup solvents;

(2) A log of the dates of use; and

(3) The weight of VOCs emitted for each compliance period.

(b) To document compliance with Condition D.1.1(b), the Permittee shall maintain records in
accordance with (1) through (4) below.  Records maintained for (1) through (4) shall be
taken daily and shall be complete and sufficient to establish compliance with the VOC
usage limits and the VOC emission limits established in Condition D.1.1(b).

(1) The amount and VOC content of each coating material and solvent used.  Records
shall include purchase orders, invoices, and material safety data sheets (MSDS)
necessary to verify the type and amount used.  Solvent usage records shall differ-
entiate between those added to coatings and those used as cleanup solvents;

(2) A log of the dates of use;

(3) The total VOC usage for each day; and

(4) The weight of VOCs emitted for each compliance period.
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(c) To document compliance with Conditions D.1.2, D.1.3 and D.1.5 the Permittee shall main-
tain records in accordance with (1) through (5) below.  Records maintained for (1) through
(5) shall be taken monthly and shall be complete and sufficient to establish compliance
with the VOC and HAPs usage limits and the VOC and HAPs emission limits established
in Conditions D.1.2, D.1.3 and D.1.53.

 (1) The amount, VOC content and HAPs content of each coating material and solvent
used.  Records shall include purchase orders, invoices, and material safety data
sheets (MSDS) necessary to verify the type and amount used.  Solvent usage
records shall differentiate between those added to coatings and those used as
cleanup solvents;

(2)         A log of the dates of use;

(32) The cleanup solvent usage for each month;

(43) The total VOC and HAPs usage for each month; and

(54) The weight of VOCs and HAPs emitted for each compliance period.

(d) To document compliance with Conditions D.1.4, D.1.9 and D.1.10, the Permittee shall
maintain a copy of the operator-training program, training records, and those additional
measures prescribed by the Preventive Maintenance Plan.

(e) All records shall be maintained in accordance with Section C - General Record Keeping
Requirements, of this permit.
